This data provides invaluable water quality information that helps us meet the goals of ALAP; to provide accurate data to interested parties about specific water bodies in order to facilitate improvement or maintenance of the water quality. In addition, ALAP data constructs a profile of water quality conditions across the Adirondacks, ultimately helping protect these lakes for generations to come. 

We are pleased to see growing interest and involvement in gathering this important information, as it is vital to the construction of sound scientific positions and policies.  Every year ALAP continues, our understanding grows and our lake protection is further ensured.
That in mind, we have added a new protocol for the upcoming season.  ALAP will now test water temperature to monitor the effects of global climate change on Adirondack water bodies. This protocol dovetails with the other ALAP protocols, and will be implemented using a high-quality thermometer.  Over time, the collective data will help measure the effects of climate change on our Adirondack lakes, providing insights to steps we can take to mitigate these potentially harmful changes.  Specific protocols will be outlined upon receipt of your testing packets for the 2009 season.
